Memorabilia includes 
sports cards, autographs, bobble heads, Nascar, other non-sports fun and so much more.  We feature an entertaining 
auction running simultaneously around 9:45am until 11:30am with a large variety of items.  Every show brings different 
surprises!  There may be “signing” guests at some of our shows as well.  Former NBA Referee and Roma Lodge Member, 
MARK MANO, greeted guests at our August Show.  Please pass along the word to friends and family. And if YOU have a 
few items (up to 8 “lots”) come early and ask me or MIKE if you could submit them into the auction (15% commission to 
charity) – and walk away with money.  Honestly.  What are they doing stuffed away in boxes?  Bring them – sell them – 
make a collector happy!! 
 
WSCA has fostered a great niche in the sports collecting business by combining our shows with charitable giving.  As a 
“nonprofit organization” our profits go to various charities including, but not limited to the MDA, Lighthouse Youth Center 
of Milwaukee, Children’s Hospital, Special Olympics, Autism Society, Juvenile Diabetes, Veterans Charities, and many 
others.  We have led local assistance events for families with providing Thanksgiving dinners, back to school supplies and 
Christmas presents. 
 
I have volunteered with the Wisconsin Sports Collectors Association since the 1980s (nearly 35 years) and I'm thrilled to 
bring the WSCA to Roma Lodge every other month.  My specialty has been procuring the items for the auction as well as 
running the auction at each event.  Another Roma Lodge Member, John Gehring, has also been a part of WSCA for many 
years – both as a dealer and a guest.  
 
This is a “FAMILY” Event, and we encourage all the Roma Lodge members to bring their families - their children and/or 
their grandchildren - as they build their own sports collectibles hobby in this healthy event. 
THIS WILL BE OUR CHRISTMAS SHOW, and I heard a rumor that SANTA CLAUS will visit the Sports Show around 10am 
(well, at least that’s what Santa’s helper – PAT DIEM – told me). 
 
And ANYONE coming to the Roma Lodge SUNDAY BRUNCH that day will get FREE ADMISSION to the Sports Show before 
or after your brunch (just tell “AMBER” that Paul Costanzo is paying your DOLLAR admission).
