Bocce Rules

1. Each team will consist of four (4) players plus an alternate if so desired in both the open/men’s tournament as well as
the women’s tournament:

WOMEN’S TOURNAMENT MUST HAVE A MINIMUM OF 5 TEAMS REGISTERED PRIOR TO SUNDAY, AUGUST 7 OR IT
WILL BE CANCELLED. TEAMS WILL BE GIVEN THE OPTION TO REGISTER FOR THE OPEN TOURNAMENT.

2. If the pallino goes out of bounds, it will be placed on the nail. If the large ball goes out of bounds, it is considered a
dead ball. All bocce balls including the pallino must cross the center line to be in play.

3. A team must have four (4) players to start a game (2 players on one end and 2 on the other end throw 2 balls each). A
team has 10 minutes from the time the ref calls for the game to begin to have an eligible team. Once a player begins a
game and is substituted for, he/she may not re-enter the same game. Once a player begins a game on a certain side,
he/she must remain on that side the entire game, unless substituted for.

4, Referee will handle all games. The Bocce Committee will decide major disputes
